THE PURPOSE OF THE SUBJECT, LEARNING OUTCOMES:
By completing the course, students will be able to read in Chinese and write Chinese
characters (100-150 Chinese characters), recognize familiar words and very basic phrases
concerning themselves, such as their names, nationalities, hobbies, and daily plans. They
will be able to interact in a simple way provided the other person is prepared to repeat or
rephrase things at a slower rate of speech and help them formulate what they are trying to
say. They will be able to ask and answer simple questions in areas of immediate need or on
very familiar topics. They will be able to use simple phrases and sentences to describe
where they live and the people they know. They will be able to write a short email or text
message, for example, sending holiday greetings; fill in forms with personal details, for
example entering their name, nationality, and address on a hotel registration form.
SUMMARY OF THE CONTENT OF THE SUBJECT
Listening, speaking, reading and writing in Chinese, Strokes of Chinese Characters, Measure
Words, Chinese Radicals, Pronouns, Interrogative Phrases, Modal Particle, Structure
Particles, Adjectives, Degree Adverbs, Prepositions, Numbers below 100, Family, Profes-
sions, Sports, Hobbies, Expressions of date, Expressions of the amount of money, Chinese
culture.

During the semester students will participate in various classroom activities such as
greetings, asking and answering questions, reading and listening comprehension, listening
for gist and details of authentic recordings, gap-fill, matching, mingling, pair work, group
work, practicing the presentation.
